AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90, No.2l1), entitled "An
act relating to alcoholic liquors, alcohol and nalt and
brewed beverages; anendi ng, revising, consolidating and
changing the laws relating thereto; regulating and
restricting the manufacture, purchase, sale, possession,
consunption, inportation, transportation, furnishing, holding
in bond, holding in storage, traffic in and use of alcoholic
I iquors, alcohol and malt and brewed beverages and the
per sons engaged or enployed therein; defining the powers and
duties of the Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board; providing
for the establishnent and operation of State |iquor stores,
for the paynment of certain |license fees to the respective
muni ci palities and townshi ps, for the abatenent of certain
nui sances and, in certain cases, for search and seizure
wi t hout warrant; prescribing penalties and forfeitures;
providing for local option, and repealing existing | aws,
authorizing limted wneries to package and sell wine in
containers ranging in size up to five gallons.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 505.2, act of April 12, 1951 (P.L.90,
No. 21), known as the "Liquor Code,"” anended March 27, 1972
(P.L.153, NO57), is anended to read:

Section 505.2. Limted Wneries.--Holders of alimted
W nery |icense nay:

(1) Produce wines only fromfruits grown in Pennsylvania in



an anmount not to exceed one hundred thousand (100, 000) gall ons
per year.

(2) Sell wine produced by the limted winery on the |icensed
prem ses, under such conditions and regul ations as the board may
enforce, to the Liquor Control Board, to individuals and to
hotel, restaurant, club and public service liquor |icensees.

(3) Package and sell wine in containers ranging in Size up

to and including five (5) gallon capacity.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
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
