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A RESOLUTI ON
Menorializing the Congress of the United States to enact H R

3543, which would establish the Janes Zadroga 9/11 Heal th and

Conpensati on Act.

VHEREAS, An estimated 100, 000 workers and vol unteers
participated in the rescue, recovery and cleanup after the
terrorist attacks on the Wirld Trade Center of Septenber 11
2001; and

WHEREAS, Those who participated in the operations at the
Wrld Trade Center on or after Septenber 11lth were exposed to a
vari ety of environnmental toxins and psychol ogi cal strains; and

WHEREAS, Many of the individuals affected by the terrori st
attacks experienced severe physical and nental problens in the
period i medi ately foll ow ng Septenber 11th; and

WHEREAS, A consi derabl e nunber of people continue to have
physi cal and mental difficulties, and it is unknown what ot her

probl ems nay develop in the future; and

WHEREAS, Although there are three Centers of Excellence in
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Wrld Trade Center health care in New York City that screen and
treat those affected by the Septenber 11th attacks, those
clinics have struggled to maintain and i nprove their services
wi thout a steady stream of Federal funding; and

WHEREAS, The Janes Zadroga 9/11 Heal th and Conpensati on Act,
known as H R 3543, was introduced to provide nedical nonitoring
and treatnment for anyone exposed to toxins fromthe Wrld Trade
Center; and

VHEREAS, H. R 3543 woul d establish the Wrld Trade Center
Heal th Prograns within the National Institute for QOccupati onal
Safety and Health to provide free care for responders and others
affected by the events of Septenber 11th; and

VWHEREAS, The enactnment of H R 3543 will ensure that first
responders and ot hers who spent tine in the area around the
Wrld Trade Center would receive nedical nonitoring and
treatnent for all conditions related to the terrorist attacks
and research into nedical conditions related to the Wrld Trade
Center woul d be conducted; and

WHEREAS, Courage and sacrifice denonstrated by the citizens
of this country are worthy of acknow edgnent and t he necessary
treatment, and those who suffer deserve to be recogni zed for
their courage, sacrifice and struggles; therefore be it

RESCLVED, That the House of Representatives nenorialize
Congress to enact H R 3543, which would establish the Janes
Zadroga 9/ 11 Health and Conpensation Act; and be it further

RESCLVED, That a copy of this resolution be transmtted to
the President of the United States, to the presiding officers of
each house of Congress and to each nmenber of Congress from

Pennsyl vani a.
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
