Amendi ng the act of Decenber 20, 1985 (P.L.457, No.112),
entitled "An act relating to the right to practice nedicine
and surgery and the right to practice nedically related acts;
reestablishing the State Board of Medical Education and

Li censure as the State Board of Medicine and providing for

its conmposition, powers and duties; providing for the

i ssuance of licenses and certificates and the suspension and

revocation of licenses and certificates; providing penalties;

and maki ng repeals,” defining "publicly funded health care
program'; and further providing for tenporary and automatic
suspensi on.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 2 of the act of Decenmber 20, 1985
(P.L.457, No.112), known as the Medical Practice Act of 1985, is
anmended by adding a definition to read:

Section 2. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this act shal

have the neanings given to themin this section unless the

context clearly indicates otherw se:
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"Publicly funded health care program" Care or Sservices

rendered by a governnent entity or any facility thereof or

health care services for which paynment is nade directly or

indirectly by a governnent entity, including, but not linmted

to, Medicare and nedi cal assistance, or by their fiscal

i nternedi ary.

(b) Automatic suspensions.--A license or certificate issued
under this act shall automatically be suspended upon [the]:

(1) The legal commtnent to an institution of a |licensee
or certificate holder because of nmental inconpetency from any
cause upon filing with the board a certified copy of such
comm tment, conviction of a felony under the act of April 14,
1972 (P.L.233, No.64), known as The Control |l ed Substance,
Drug, Device and Cosnetic Act, or conviction of an offense
under the laws of another jurisdiction, which, if commtted
in this Comonweal th, would be a felony under The Controll ed

Subst ance, Drug, Device and Cosnetic Act.

(2) A felony conviction of a |licensee or certificate

hol der when the conviction is of insurance fraud in

connection with a publicly funded health care program

(c) Definition.--As used in this section the term

"conviction"” shall include a judgnment, an adm ssion of guilt or
a plea of nolo contendere. Automatic suspension under this

subsection shall not be stayed pendi ng any appeal of a
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1 conviction. Restoration of such |license or certificate shall be
2 nmade as hereinafter provided in the case of revocation or

3 suspension of such license or certificate.

7 (b) Reinstatenent after felony conviction.--

8 (1) Any person whose |icense, certificate or

9 regi stration has been suspended or revoked because of a

10 felony conviction under the act of April 14, 1972 (P.L.233,
11 No. 64), known as The Controll ed Substance, Drug, Device and
12 Cosnetic Act, or simlar |aw of another jurisdiction, my

13 apply for reinstatenent after a period of at |east ten years
14 has el apsed fromthe date of conviction. The board may

15 reinstate the license if the board is satisfied that the

16 per son has nade significant progress in personal

17 rehabilitation since the conviction such that his

18 rei nstatenent should not be expected to create a substanti al
19 risk of harmto the health and safety of his patients or the
20 public or a substantial risk of further crimnal violations
21 and if the person neets all other |icensing qualifications of
22 this act, including the exam nation requirenent.
23 (2) Any person whose license, certificate or
24 regi stration has been suspended because of a fel ony
25 conviction of insurance fraud in connection with a publicly
26 funded health care programnmay apply for reinstatenent after
27 a period of at least three years has el apsed fromthe date of
28 conviction. The board may reinstate the license, certificate
29 or registration if the board is satisfied that reinstatenent
30 shoul d not be expected to create a substantial risk of
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further crimnal violations and if the person neets all other

licensing qualifications of this act, including the

exani nati on requirenent.
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Section 3. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
