1967 (P.L.707, No.331), referred to as the State Horse Racing
Law, anmended Septenber 26, 1973 (P.L.271, No.75), is anmended to
read:

Section 7. Licenses for Thoroughbred Horse Racing
Meetings.--* * *

(c) Applications for licenses shall be in such formas may
be prescribed by the comm ssion and shall contain such

information or other material or evidence as the conm ssion may



require. The term "racing week" shall include Sunday at the
di scretion of the licensee but no racing shall be authorized or

permtted on that day [except between the hours of one and seven
