t he Commonweal th," changing the m ninmal age for which a

resident and nonresident fishing l[icense is required and

changing the license fees.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Subsection (a) of section 220, act of Decenber
15, 1959 (P.L.1779, No.673), known as "The Fish Law of 1959,"
anmended July 24, 1973 (P.L.196, No.47), is anmended to read:

Section 220. Resident Fishing License; Fees.--(a) For the
purposes of this article, every person sixteen years of age and
upwar d, upon application to any issuing agent within the
Commonweal th, or to the Commi ssion, and upon the establishnent
of his identity and age to the satisfaction of the issuing agent
or the Comm ssion by producing a [bank book, letters, |odge
cards, police cards, a] notor vehicle operator's permt or sone

ot her positive nmeans of identification and age, that he has been



a bona fide resident of this Commonwealth [for a period of sixty
days next preceding his application and was born in the United
States, and in the case of naturalized forei gn-born residents,

t he production of such applicant's naturalization papers,] or a

menber of the Arned Forces of the United States who is on full -

tinme active duty and permanently assigned to a nilitary

installation |ocated within the Commonweal th shall, upon the

paynent to the issuing agent or the Comm ssion of a license fee

of [seven dollars fifty cents ($7.50)] nine dollars ($9.00)

except as hereinafter provided for persons sixty-five years of
age and over for the use of the Commonweal th, and in the event
that the license is issued by an issuing agent, a fee of twenty-
five cents (25¢) for the use of the issuing agent, be entitled
to the license herein referred to as a "resident fishing

license.” Residents with the above qualifications, who are

sixty-five or nore years of age at the tine of application,
shall be entitled to a "senior resident fishing |license" upon
paynent to said agent or the Conmi ssion of a |license fee of two
dollars ($2.00) for the use of the Conmonweal th, and in the
event that the license is issued by an issuing agent, a fee of
twenty-five cents (25¢) for the use of the issuing agent. The
l'icense in such cases shall, in addition to the other
information required, give the date of birth of the applicant.

Section 2. Section 220 of the act is anmended by adding a
subsection to read:

Section 220. Resident Fishing License; Fees.--* * *

(a.1) For the purposes of this article every person who is

twel ve vears of age but who has not reached si xteen years of

age, upon application to any issuing agent within the

Commpnweal th, or to the Conm ssion, and upon the establi shnent
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of his identity and age to the satisfaction of the i ssuing agent

or the Conm ssion by sone positive neans of identificati on and

age, that he is a bona fide resident of this Commonweal th, shal

upon paynent to the issuing agent or the Conni ssion of a |license

fee of three dollars ($3.00) for the use of the Conmmonweal t h,

and in the event that the license is i ssued by an i ssui ng agent,

a fee of twenty-five cents (25¢) for the use of the issuing

agent, be entitled to the |license herein referred to as a

"ijunior fishing |license."

Section 3. The section heading and subsections (a) and (b)
of section 221 of the act, subsections (a) and (b) anended July
24, 1973 (P.L.196, No.47), are anended to read:

Section 221. Nonresident [and Alien Nonresident] Fishing
Li cense Fees; Tourist Fishing License Fees for Nonresidents [and
Al'ien Nonresidents].--(a) For the purposes of this article,
every person, sixteen years of age and upward, upon application
to any issuing agent within the Commonwealth or to the
Commi ssion [and the presentation of proof that he is an alien or
a nonresident of this Commonweal th], shall, upon the paynent to
t he issuing agent or the Comm ssion of the sumof [twelve

dollars fifty cents ($12.50)] fourteen dollars ($14.00), and in

the event the license is issued by an issuing agent, the paynent
of twenty-five cents (25¢) for the use of the issuing agent, be
entitled to the license herein referred to as a "nonresident

fishing license.” Nonresidents who are twelve years of age but

who have not reached si xteen years of age shall be entitled to a

"ijunior fishing |license" upon the paynent to said i ssui ng agent

or to the Comm ssion of a license fee of three dollars ($3.00)

and in the event that the license is i ssued by an i ssui ng agent,
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the paynent of a fee of twenty-five cents (25¢) for the use of

(b) For the purposes of this article, every person, sixteen
years of age and upward, upon application to any issuing agent
wi thin the Comonweal th, or to the Conm ssion [and the
presentation of proof that he is a nonresident of the
Commonweal th], shall, upon the paynent to the issuing agent or
the Comm ssion a |license fee of [seven dollars fifty cents

($7.50)] nine dollars ($9.00) for the use of the Comonwealt h,

and in the event that the license is issued by an issuing agent,
a fee of twenty-five cents (25¢) for the use of the issuing
agent, be entitled to the license herein referred to as a
"tourist fishing license,” which shall be valid for a period of
seven consecutive days.

In case the license certificate is |ost or destroyed, a new
I'icense may be secured fromthe Comm ssion upon meking affidavit
to that effect and the paynent of a fee of fifty cents (50¢).
