Statutes is anmended by adding a subsection to read:

(b.1) School property.--

"Enter or remain unlawfully." To enter or remai n upon

property wi thout |license or privilege to do so. A person who

enters or remains in or upon property which is at the tine

open to the public does so with |license and privil ege unl ess
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he fails or refuses to obey an order or directive not to

enter or remain personally conmmuni cated to himor publically

announced by one who is authorized to gi ve such an order or

unl ess he fails or refuses to obey a directive enbodied in a

posted notice which directs visitors to report to an

admi ni stration office | ocated on the property before

proceedi ng el sewhere on the property. A license or privilege

to enter or renain on property which is only partly open to

the public is not a license or privilege to enter or renmain

on any part of the property which is not open to the public.

(2) A person conmmts an offense if, knowing he is not

li censed or privileged to do so, he enters or renanins

unlawfully in any public school property.
