Prohi biting the use of public buildings for political activities
and providing penalties.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this act shal
have, unless the context clearly indicates otherw se, the
meani ngs given to themin this section:

"Political activities.” Any activity which is called or
sponsored by any political party or commttee or any officer
t hereof, for the purpose of conducting the business of said
commttee or party and shall include but shall not be limted
to, fund-raising dinners, |lunches, breakfasts and cockt ai
parties.

"Public buildings.” Any building which is the property of
t he Comonweal th or any political subdivision thereof.
Section 2. Prohibition.

No public building shall be used for any political activity.



Section 3. Penalties.

Any person who violates any provision of this act is guilty
of a summary of fense, and upon conviction thereof, shall be
sentenced to pay a fine of $500 for the first offense and $1, 000
for each subsequent offense.

Section 4. Ef fecti ve date.
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This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
