Amendi ng the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L. 103, No.69), entitled "An
act concerning townshi ps of the second class; and anmendi ng,
revi sing, consolidating, and changing the law relating
thereto,” providing for an increase in the nmaxi mum
conpensati on of an attorney enpl oyed by an auditor.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 550 of the act of May 1, 1933 (P.L.103,
No. 69), known as The Second C ass Townshi p Code, reenacted and
anended July 10, 1947 (P.L. 1481, No.567), is anmended to read:

Section 550. Enploynment and Conpensation of Attorney.--The
auditors, in case of a disagreement with any officials or board
of township supervisors whose accounts they are required to
audit, may enploy an attorney. Such attorney shall not be
enpl oyed until reasonable effort to reach an agreenent has been
made, and only after notice of their intention so to do has been
given to said official or board of township supervisors. The

conpensation for such attorney shall be fixed by the auditors,

and shall not exceed [thirty dollars] two hundred fifty dollars




annual Iy, unless an appeal is taken to the court, in which case

the court shall fix the additional conpensation for the

attorney. The conpensation for said attorney shall be paid out
