Amendi ng the act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14), entitled "An
act relating to the public school system including certain
provi sions applicable as well to private and parochi al
school s; anendi ng, revising, consolidating and changi ng the
laws relating thereto,” providing for instruction relating to
adoption of children.
The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. The act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14), known
as the Public School Code of 1949, is anmended by adding a
section to read:

Section 1547.1. Adoption Information Wthin Health Course. --

(a) Beqginning with the school year 1990-1991, and each year

thereafter, each public school student in grades ki ndergarten

t hrough twel ve shall recei ve nandatory i nstructi on about

adoption within the health course of study required in

accordance with State Board of Educati on regul ati ons.

(b) A sequential, age-appropriate curriculumshall be

devel oped by the State Board of Educati on which shall include,




1 inter alia, enphasis on adoption as a positive fam |y building
2 option, inpact of adoption on an adopted person's |life and

3 adoption as an alternative to a crisis pregnancy. The State

4 Board of Education shall pronulgate this curriculumas part of
5 Departnent of Education requl ations.

6 (c) The curriculumshall be inplenented in all school

7 districts, with the exception that any school district nmay

8 substitute its own curriculumif approved by the State Board of
9 Education as neeting the objectives of this act. Provisions
10 shall be nade to assist school districts in acquiring the
11 necessary materials for this instruction.
12 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
