AN ACT

Amendi ng the act of Decenber 5, 1936 (2nd Sp. Sess., 1937
P.L.2897, No.1l), entitled "An act establishing a system of
unenpl oynment conpensation to be adm nistered by the
Department of Labor and Industry and its existing and newy
created agencies with personnel (with certain exceptions)
selected on a civil service basis; requiring enployers to
keep records and make reports, and certain enployers to pay
contributions based on payrolls to provide noneys for the
paynent of conpensation to certain unenpl oyed persons;
provi di ng procedure and adm nistrative details for the
determ nation, paynment and collection of such contributions
and the paynment of such conpensation; providing for
cooperation with the Federal Governnment and its agenci es;
creating certain special funds in the custody of the State
Treasurer; and prescribing penalties,” defining "base year
wages"; and further defining "highest quarterly wages."

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 4 of the act of Decenber 5, 1936 (2nd
Sp. Sess., 1937 P.L.2897, No.1), known as the Unenpl oynent
Conpensation Law, is amended by adding a definition to read:
Section 4. Definitions.--The foll ow ng words and phrases, as

used in this act, shall have the follow ng neani ngs, unless the
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context clearly requires otherw se.

(a.1) "Base year wages" neans wages paid and workers'

conpensati on paid or payabl e under the act of June 2, 1915

(P.L.736, No.338), known as "The Pennsyl vani a Wor knen's

Conpensation Act" or the act of June 21, 1939 (P.L.566, No.284),

known as "The Pennsyl vani a OQccupati onal Di sease Act," during the

enpl oye's base year.

Section 2. Section 404(b) of the act, anended May 14, 1949
(P.L.1355, No.404), is anended to read:

Section 404. Rate and Anmount of Conpensati on. --Conpensati on
shall be paid to each eligible enploye in accordance with the
foll owi ng provisions of this section except that conpensation
payable with respect to weeks ending in benefit years which
begin prior to the first day of January 1989 shall be paid on
the basis of the provisions of this section in effect at the
begi nni ng of such benefit years.

(b) The "highest quarterly wages" of an enploye shall be the

total wages and workers' conpensation paid or payabl e under the

act of June 2, 1915 (P.L. 736, No.338), known as "The

Pennsyl vani a Wor knen' s Conpensati on Act" or the act of June 21,

1939 (P.L.566, No.284), known as "The Pennsyl vani a Cccupati onal

D sease Act," (conputed to the nearest dollar) which were paid

to such enploye in that cal endar quarter in which such total

wages were and workers' conpensation highest during the base

year.
