Section 1. Section 2909(a) of Title 23 of the Pennsyl vani a
Consol i dated Statutes is anmended to read:
§ 2909. Medical history information.

(a) Delivery of information.--Medical history informtion,

i ncluding that informati on about the natural parents whi ch nay

be rel evant to any potential hereditary or congenital nedi cal

probl em whether or not that condition is in existence or

di scoverable at the tine of the adoption, shall, where

practicable, be delivered by the attendi ng physician or other
desi gnated person to the internediary who shall deliver such
information to the adopting parents or their physician. In cases

where there is no internmediary, medical history informtion



1 shall be delivered directly to the adopting parents or their
2 physici an.
