§ 8801. Short title of chapter.
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This chapter shall be known and nay be cited as the Veterans'
Transportation Assistance Act.

§ 8802. Definitions.

The foll ow ng words and phrases when used in this chapter
shall have the neanings given to themin this section unless the
context clearly indicates otherw se:

"Conmm ssion.” The State Veterans' Conm ssion established
under section 1702 (relating to State Veterans' Commi ssion).

"Eligible veteran.” A former nmenber of the mlitary or naval
service of the United States, or wonmen's organization officially
connected therew th, who:

(1) served during a period of war or arned conflict and
was honorabl y di scharged; or

(2) as a result of peacetine hostile fire or terrorist
attack, as determ ned by the departnent, suffered a service-
connected disability as certified by the United States

Vet erans Adm ni stration and was honorably di scharged fromthe

armed forces.

"Program " The Veterans' Transportation Assistance Program
establ i shed under this chapter.

§ 8803. \Veterans' Transportation Assistance Program

(a) Program established.--The Veterans' Transportation
Assi stance Programis hereby established in the departnent.

(b) Purpose.--The purpose of the programis to provide
assistance to eligible veterans who need transportation to
medi cal appointnments at United States Veterans Adm nistration
nmedi cal centers or other health care facilities or providers.

(c) Relation to other prograns.--The program shal
suppl enent exi sting transportation assistance prograns for

senior citizens and di sabl ed residents of this Commbnweal t h.
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8§ 8804. Eligibility.
(a) Eligibility requirements.--In order to qualify for the
program an applicant nust denonstrate that:

(1) They are eligible veterans.

(2) They are residents of this Comonweal t h.

(3) They are unable to provide for their own
transportati on because of financial hardship or disability.

(4) They do not qualify for an existing transportation
assi stance program

(5) No existing transportation assistance programis
adequate to neet their needs.

(b) Review of applications.--The comm ssion shall review the
applications and may approve an applicant for the program The
commi ssion may place conditions and restrictions on the
approval . Participants in the program nust denonstrate annually
that they are eligible for the program

(c) Appeal of comm ssion decision.--Any aggrieved applicant
may appeal the decision of the conm ssion to the Adjutant
General under the provisions of Title 2 (relating to
adm ni strative |law and procedure).

§ 8805. County transportation conpanies.

The departnent shall contract with county transportation
systens or other |ocal transportation organizations, as defined
in 74 Pa.C.S. 8§ 1301 (relating to definitions), to provide the
servi ces under the program The departnent shall reinburse the
county transportation systemor the |ocal transportation
organi zation for the services it provides under the program
§ 8806. Regul ations.

The departnent shall promul gate regul ati ons as may be

necessary to inplenent the program
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1 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
