The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Section 6310.4(a) of Title 18 of the Pennsyl vani a
Consolidated Statutes is amended to read:

§ 6310.4. Restriction of operating privileges.

(a) GCeneral rule.--Wenever a person under 21 years of age

is convicted or is adjudicated delinquent or is admtted to any

preadj udi cation programfor a violation of section 912 (relating

to possessi on of weapon on school property), for the unl awf ul

possessi on or use of a firearmunder Chapter 61 (relating to

firearns and ot her dangerous articles) or for a violation of

section 6307 (relating to m srepresentation of age to secure

liquor or malt or brewed beverages), 6308 (relating to purchase,



consunption, possession or transportation of |iquor or malt or
brewed beverages) or 6310.3 (relating to carrying a false
identification card), the court, including a court not of record
if it is exercising jurisdiction pursuant to 42 Pa.C. S. 8
1515(a) (relating to jurisdiction and venue), shall order the
operating privilege of the person suspended. A copy of the order

shall be transmtted to the Departnent of Transportation.
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Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
