9     Fees relating to commercial drivers' licenses to be collected

10  by the department under this chapter shall be in addition to any

11  other fees imposed under the provisions of this title and are as

11     this title, an additional restoration fee of $50 shall be

16         (3)  If the commercial driving privilege of a driver is

17     disqualified, a Class C noncommercial or M license, if the

18     driver possesses the motorcycle qualification, may be

19     obtained upon payment of the fees associated with obtaining a

20     duplicate license.

21     Section 2.  This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
