(a) GCeneral rule.--Notw thstandi ng any ot her provision of

this subchapter, the driver of a vehicle may not overtake and

pass to the left of a streetcar proceeding in the sane

direction, whether the streetcar is actually in notion or

tenporarily halted to recei ve or di scharge passengers, if

overtaki ng or passing requires driving in a |l ane normally used

by traffic noving in the opposite direction.

(b) Streetcar stopped to receive or di scharge passengers. - -

The driver of a vehicle may not overtake and pass a streetcar

whi ch has stopped to recei ve or di scharge passengers on the side

on whi ch passengers board or alight until the doors of the
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streetcar are cl osed and passengers who are di scharged have

reached the side of the hi ghway.

(c) Applicability.--This section shall not be applicable to

within a nedi an section of the roadway separated fromthe

roadway by curbs or ot her physical barriers.
