(a) Mandatory. --

(1) Al officers and enpl oyees of [the Commonweal th, or
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its instrumentalities, or any] a political subdivision
[thereof], or its instrumentalities, who are nenbers of the
Pennsyl vani a National Guard, shall be entitled to | eave of
absence fromtheir respective duties w thout |oss of pay,
time or efficiency rating on all days during which they
shall, as nenbers of the Pennsylvania National Guard, be
engaged in active State duty. Al such officers and enpl oyees
shall, in addition, be entitled to | eave of absence from
their respective duties without |oss of pay, tinme or
efficiency rating on all days not exceeding 15 days in any
one year during which they shall, as nmenbers of the

Pennsyl vani a National Guard or _as nenbers of any reserve

conponent of the arned forces of the United States, be

engaged in training or other mlitary duty under orders

authori zed by Federal or State law. Al such officers and

enpl oyees shall, in addition, be entitled to unpaid | eave of
absence fromtheir respective duties wthout |oss of
seniority or efficiency rating on all days in excess of 15

days per year during which they shall be engaged in training

(2) Al officers and enpl oyees of the Commpnweal th or

its instrunentalities who are nenbers of the Pennsyl vani a

Nati onal Quard shall be entitled to | eave of absence from

their respective duties without | oss of pay, tine or

efficiency rating on all days during which they shall, as

menbers of the Pennsyl vani a Nati onal Guard, be engaged in

active State duty. Al such officers and enpl oyees shall, in

addition, be entitled to | eave of absence fromtheir

respective duties without | oss of pay, tine or efficiency
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rati ng on all days not exceeding 15 days in any ONE vyear

during which they shall, as nenbers of the Pennsyl vani a

Nati onal Quard or as nmenbers of any reserve conponent of the

arned forces of the United States, be engaged in trai ni ng or

other mlitary duty under orders authorized by Federal or

State law. I n additi on, when such officers and enpl oyees

shall be ordered to active duty, other than active duty for

training, for a period of 30 or nbre consecutive days, they

shall be entitled to up to 15 days of additional nmilitary

| eave of absence in any one year without | oss of pay, tine

and efficiency rating. All such officers and enpl oyees shall,

in addition, be entitled to unpaid | eave of absence from

their respective duties without |oss of seniority or

efficiency rating on all days in excess of 30 days per year

during which they shall be engaged in training or other

mlitary duty under orders authorized by Federal or State

lLaw.

(b) Discretionary.--The Commonweal th, its instrunentalities
and political subdivisions thereof and their instrunmentalities
shall be authorized and permtted to provide paid mlitary | eave
or other conpensation and/or continue nedical and other benefits
to menbers of the Pennsylvania National Guard and ot her reserve
conponents of the United States Arned Forces for days in excess

of [15 per year] those provided in subsection (a) when the

menber shall be engaged in training or other mlitary duty under
orders authorized by Federal or State | aw.

(P.L.677, No.255), entitled "An act to fix the status of
of ficers and enpl oyes of the Commonweal th and politi cal

subdi vi sions thereof while in training with the arned forces of
