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AN ACT

Joining with other states in an effort to establish an
interstate conpact to regul ate designated insurance products.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:
Section 1. Short title.

This act shall be known and may be cited as the Interstate
I nsurance Product Regul ati on Conpact Establishnent Act.
Section 2. Declaration of policy.

The CGeneral Assenbly finds and declares that, pursuant to the
ternms and conditions of this act, the Commonweal t h of
Pennsyl vani a seeks to join with other states to establish the
Interstate Insurance Product Regul ati on Conpact and becone a
menber of the Interstate Insurance Product Regul ation
Conmi ssi on. The I nsurance Comm ssioner shall serve as the
representative of the Commonwealth to the conm ssion.
Section 3. Conpact.--The Interstate |Insurance Product

Regul ati on Conpact is enacted and entered into with all other
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jurisdictions legally joining init in the formsubstantially as
foll ows:

Article |I. Purposes

The purposes of this Conpact are, through neans of joint and
cooperative action anmong the Conpacting States:

1. To pronote and protect the interest of consuners of

i ndi vi dual and group annuity, life insurance, disability incone
and |l ong-term care insurance products;

2. To devel op uni form standards for insurance products covered
under the Conpact;

3. To establish a central clearinghouse to receive and provide
pronpt review of insurance products covered under the Conpact
and, in certain cases, advertisenents related thereto, submtted
by insurers authorized to do business in one or nore Conpacting
St at es;

4. To give appropriate regulatory approval to those product
filings and advertisenents satisfying the applicable uniform

st andar d;

5. To inprove coordination of regulatory resources and
experti se between state insurance departnents regarding the
setting of uniform standards and review of insurance products
covered under the Conpact;

6. To create the Interstate Insurance Product Regul ation
Conmi ssi on; and

7. To performthese and such other related functions as may be
consistent with the state regulation of the business of

i nsur ance.

Article Il. Definitions

For purposes of this Conpact:

1. "Advertisenent” neans any material designed to create public
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interest in a Product, or induce the public to purchase,

i ncrease, nodify, reinstate, borrow on, surrender, replace or
retain a policy, as nore specifically defined in the Rules and
Operating Procedures of the Comm ssion.

2. "Bylaws" nmean those byl aws established by the Comm ssion for
its governance, or for directing or controlling the Commi ssion's
actions or conduct.

3. "Conpacting State" neans any State which has enacted this
Conpact |egislation and which has not w thdrawn pursuant to
Article XIV, Section 1, or been term nated pursuant to Article
XI'V, Section 2.

4. " Conmm ssion” neans the "Interstate |Insurance Product

Regul ati on Conmi ssion" established by this Conpact.

5. "Conm ssioner"” nmeans the chief insurance regulatory official
of a State including, but not limted to conm ssioner,
superintendent, director or adm nistrator.

6. "Domciliary State" nmeans the state in which an Insurer is

i ncorporated or organized; or, in the case of an alien Insurer,
its state of entry.

7. "lInsurer"” neans any entity licensed by a State to issue
contracts of insurance for any of the lines of insurance covered
by this Act.

8. "Menber" neans the person chosen by a Conpacting State as
its representative to the Comm ssion, or his or her designee.

9. "Non-Conpacting State" neans any State which is not at the
time a Conpacting State.

10. "Qperating Procedures” nmean procedures promrul gated by the
Commi ssion inplenenting a Rule, Uniform Standard or a provision
of this Conpact.

11. "Product” neans the formof a policy or contract, including
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any application, endorsenent, or related formwhich is attached
to and made a part of the policy or contract, and any evi dence
of coverage or certificate, for an individual or group annuity,
life insurance, disability incone or |ong-termcare insurance
product that an Insurer is authorized to issue.

12. "Rule" nmeans a statenment of general or particul ar
applicability and future effect pronul gated by the Comm ssion,
including a Uni form Standard devel oped pursuant to Article VII
of this Conpact, designed to inplenent, interpret, or prescribe
| aw or policy or describing the organization, procedure, or
practice requirenents of the Conm ssion, which shall have the
force and effect of law in the Conpacting States.

13. "State" neans any state, district or territory of the
United States of Anmerica.

14. "Third-Party Filer" nmeans an entity that submts a Product
filing to the Comm ssion on behalf of an Insurer.

15. "Uniform Standard” neans a standard adopted by the

Commi ssion for a Product |ine, pursuant to Article VII1 of this
Conpact, and shall include all of the Product requirenments in
aggregate; provided, that each Uniform Standard shall be
construed, whether express or inplied, to prohibit the use of
any inconsistent, m sleading or ambi guous provisions in a
Product and the formof the Product made available to the public
shall not be unfair, inequitable or against public policy as
determ ned by the Comm ssi on.

Article Il1l. Establishment of the Comm ssion and Venue

1. The Conpacting States hereby create and establish a joint
publ i c agency known as the "Interstate |nsurance Product

Regul ati on Conmi ssion.” Pursuant to Article IV, the Conmm ssion

wi |l have the power to devel op Uni form Standards for Product
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I ines, receive and provide pronpt review of Products filed
therewith, and give approval to those Product filings satisfying
appl i cable Uni form Standards; provided, it is not intended for
the Comm ssion to be the exclusive entity for receipt and review
of insurance product filings. Nothing herein shall prohibit any
Insurer fromfiling its product in any State wherein the Insurer
is licensed to conduct the business of insurance; and any such
filing shall be subject to the laws of the State where fil ed.

2. The Comm ssion is a body corporate and politic, and an
instrunmentality of the Conpacting States.

3. The Commi ssion is solely responsible for its liabilities
except as otherw se specifically provided in this Conpact.

4. Venue is proper and judicial proceedings by or against the
Commi ssion shall be brought solely and exclusively in a Court of
conpetent jurisdiction where the principal office of the

Conmi ssion is | ocated.

Article I1V. Powers of the Conmm ssion

The Conmmi ssion shall have the foll ow ng powers:

1. To promulgate Rules, pursuant to Article VII of this
Conpact, which shall have the force and effect of |aw and shal
be binding in the Conpacting States to the extent and in the
manner provided in this Conpact;

2. To exercise its rule-nmaking authority and establish
reasonabl e Uniform Standards for Products covered under the
Conpact, and Advertisenment related thereto, which shall have the
force and effect of |law and shall be binding in the Conpacting
States, but only for those Products filed with the Conm ssi on,
provi ded, that a Conpacting State shall have the right to opt
out of such Uniform Standard pursuant to Article VII, to the

extent and in the manner provided in this Conpact, and, provided
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further, that any Uniform Standard established by the Conm ssion
for long-termcare insurance products may provide the sane or
greater protections for consuners as, but shall not provide |ess
than, those protections set forth in the National Association of
I nsurance Commi ssioners' Long-Term Care | nsurance Mddel Act and
Long- Term Care | nsurance Mddel Regul ation, respectively, adopted
as of 2001. The Comm ssion shall consider whether any subsequent
anmendnents to the NAIC Long-Term Care | nsurance Mddel Act or
Long- Term Care | nsurance Mddel Regul ation adopted by the NAIC
requi re anendi ng of the Uniform Standards established by the
Commi ssion for long-termcare insurance products;

3. To receive and review in an expeditious manner Products
filed with the Comm ssion, and rate filings for disability

i ncome and | ong-term care insurance Products, and give approval
of those Products and rate filings that satisfy the applicable
Uni f orm St andard, where such approval shall have the force and
effect of | aw and be binding on the Conpacting States to the
extent and in the manner provided in the Conpact;

4. To receive and review in an expeditious manner Adverti senent
relating to long-termcare insurance products for which Uniform
St andar ds have been adopted by the Commi ssion, and give approval
to all Advertisenment that satisfies the applicable Uniform

St andard. For any product covered under this Conpact, other than
| ong-term care i nsurance products, the Comm ssion shall have the
authority to require an insurer to submt all or any part of its
Advertisenment with respect to that product for review or

approval prior to use, if the Comm ssion determ nes that the
nature of the product is such that an Advertisenent of the
product coul d have the capacity or tendency to mslead the

public. The actions of Comm ssion as provided in this section
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shall have the force and effect of law and shall be binding in
the Conpacting States to the extent and in the manner provided
in the Conpact;

5. To exercise its rule-nmaking authority and desi gnate Products
and Advertisenent that nmay be subject to a self-certification
process w thout the need for prior approval by the Conm ssion.

6. To pronul gate OQperating Procedures, pursuant to Article VII
of this Conpact, which shall be binding in the Conpacting States
to the extent and in the manner provided in this Conpact;

7. To bring and prosecute | egal proceedings or actions in its
name as the Comm ssion; provided, that the standing of any state
i nsurance departnent to sue or be sued under applicable |aw
shal | not be affected,

8. To issue subpoenas requiring the attendance and testinony of
wi t nesses and the production of evidence;

9. To establish and maintain offices;

10. To purchase and mai ntain i nsurance and bonds;

11. To borrow, accept or contract for services of personnel,
including, but not limted to, enployees of a Conpacting State;
12. To hire enpl oyees, professionals or specialists, and el ect
or appoint officers, and to fix their conpensation, define their
duties and give them appropriate authority to carry out the

pur poses of the Conpact, and determ ne their qualifications; and
to establish the Conm ssion's personnel policies and prograns
relating to, anong other things, conflicts of interest, rates of
conpensati on and qualifications of personnel;

13. To accept any and all appropriate donations and grants of
noney, equi pnment, supplies, materials and services, and to
receive, utilize and dispose of the sane; provided that at al

times the Conm ssion shall strive to avoid any appearance of

i npropriety;

14. To | ease, purchase, accept appropriate gifts or donations
of, or otherwise to own, hold, inprove or use, any property,
real, personal or mxed; provided that at all times the

Commi ssion shall strive to avoid any appearance of inpropriety;
15. To sell, convey, nortgage, pledge, |ease, exchange, abandon
or otherw se dispose of any property, real, personal or m xed;
16. To remt filing fees to Conpacting States as may be set
forth in the Bylaws, Rules or Operating Procedures;

17. To enforce conpliance by Conpacting States with Rul es,

Uni f orm St andards, QOperating Procedures and Byl aws;

18. To provide for dispute resolution anong Conpacti ng States;
19. To advise Conpacting States on issues relating to Insurers
dom cil ed or doing business in Non-conpacting jurisdictions,
consi stent with the purposes of this Conpact;

20. To provide advice and training to those personnel in state
i nsurance departnents responsi ble for product review, and to be
a resource for state insurance departments;

21. To establish a budget and nmake expenditures;

22. To borrow noney;

23. To appoint commttees, including advisory conmttees
conprising Menbers, state insurance regulators, state

| egislators or their representatives, insurance industry and
consuner representatives, and such other interested persons as
may be designated in the Byl aws;

24. To provide and receive information from and to cooperate
wi th | aw enforcenent agenci es;

25. To adopt and use a corporate seal; and

26. To perform such other functions as nay be necessary or

appropriate to achieve the purposes of this Conpact consi stent
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with the state regul ation of the business of insurance.

Article V. Oganization of the Comm ssion

1. Menbership, Voting and Byl aws

a. Each Conpacting State shall have and be limted to one
Menber. Each Menber shall be qualified to serve in that capacity
pursuant to applicable |aw of the Conpacting State. Any Menber
may be renobved or suspended fromoffice as provided by the | aw
of the State from which he or she shall be appointed. Any
vacancy occurring in the Comm ssion shall be filled in
accordance with the I aws of the Conpacting State wherein the
vacancy exists. Nothing herein shall be construed to affect the
manner in which a Conpacting State determ nes the el ection or
appoi ntment and qualification of its own Conm ssioner.

b. Each Menber shall be entitled to one vote and shall have an
opportunity to participate in the governance of the Comr ssion
in accordance with the Byl aws. Notwi t hstandi ng any provision
herein to the contrary, no action of the Comm ssion with respect
to the pronul gation of a Uniform Standard shall be effective

unl ess two-thirds (2/3) of the Menbers vote in favor thereof.

c. The Conmm ssion shall, by a mpgjority of the Menbers,
prescri be Bylaws to govern its conduct as nay be necessary or
appropriate to carry out the purposes, and exercise the powers,
of the Conpact, including, but not limted to:

i. Establishing the fiscal year of the Conm ssion;

ii. Providing reasonabl e procedures for appointing and el ecti ng
menbers, as well as holding neetings, of the Managenent
Commi tt ee;

iii. Providing reasonabl e standards and procedures: (i) for the
establ i shment and neetings of other conmttees, and (ii)

governing any general or specific delegation of any authority or
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function of the Comm ssion;

iv. Providing reasonable procedures for calling and conducting
neeti ngs of the Conmi ssion that consists of a mpjority of

Commi ssi on nmenbers, ensuring reasonabl e advance notice of each
such nmeeting and providing for the right of citizens to attend
each such neeting with enunmerated exceptions designed to protect
the public's interest, the privacy of individuals, and insurers’
proprietary information, including trade secrets. The Comm ssi on
may nmeet in canera only after a majority of the entire
menbership votes to close a neeting en toto or in part. As soon
as practicable, the Comm ssion nmust nake public (i) a copy of
the vote to close the neeting revealing the vote of each Menber
with no proxy votes allowed, and (ii) votes taken during such
nmeet i ng;

v. Establishing the titles, duties and authority and reasonabl e
procedures for the election of the officers of the Conm ssion;
vi. Providing reasonabl e standards and procedures for the
establ i shment of the personnel policies and prograns of the
Commi ssion. Notw thstanding any civil service or other simlar

| aws of any Conpacting State, the Byl aws shall exclusively
govern the personnel policies and prograns of the Comm ssion;
vii. Promulgating a code of ethics to address perm ssible and
prohi bited activities of conm ssion nenbers and enpl oyees; and
viii. Providing a mechanismfor w nding up the operations of

t he Comm ssion and the equitable disposition of any surplus
funds that may exist after the term nation of the Conpact after
t he paynent and/or reserving of all of its debts and

obl i gati ons.

d. The Conm ssion shall publish its bylaws in a convenient form

and file a copy thereof and a copy of any anendnent thereto,
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with the appropriate agency or officer in each of the Conpacting
St at es.

2. Managenent Committee, O ficers and Personnel

a. A Managenent Conmmittee conprising no nore than fourteen (14)
menbers shall be established as foll ows:

i. One (1) nmenber fromeach of the six (6) Conpacting States
with the largest prem um volunme for individual and group
annuities, life, disability inconme and |long-term care insurance
products, determned fromthe records of the NAIC for the prior
year;

ii. Four (4) nmenbers fromthose Conpacting States with at | east
two percent (2% of the market based on the prem um vol une
descri bed above, other than the six (6) Conpacting States with
the | argest prem um vol une, selected on a rotating basis as
provided in the Byl aws; and

(tiit). Four (4) menbers fromthose Conpacting States with | ess
than two percent (2% of the market, based on the prem um vol une
descri bed above, with one (1) selected fromeach of the four (4)
zone regions of the NAIC as provided in the Byl aws.

b. The Managenent Committee shall have such authority and
duties as may be set forth in the Byl aws, including but not
limted to:

i. Managing the affairs of the Comm ssion in a manner
consistent with the Byl aws and purposes of the Conm ssion;

ii. Establishing and overseeing an organi zati onal structure

wi thin, and appropriate procedures for, the Conm ssion to
provide for the creation of Uniform Standards and ot her Rul es,
recei pt and review of product filings, admnistrative and
techni cal support functions, review of decisions regarding the

di sapproval of a product filing, and the review of elections
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made by a Conpacting State to opt out of a Uniform Standard;
provi ded that a Uniform Standard shall not be submtted to the
Conpacting States for adoption unless approved by two-thirds
(2/3) of the menbers of the Managenent Committee;

iii. Overseeing the offices of the Conm ssion; and

iv. Planning, inplenenting, and coordinati ng communi cati ons and
activities wwth other state, federal and |ocal governnent

organi zations in order to advance the goals of the Conm ssion.

c. The Comm ssion shall elect annually officers fromthe
Managenent Conmittee, with each having such authority and
duties, as may be specified in the Byl aws.

d. The Managenent Conmittee nmay, subject to the approval of the
Conmmi ssi on, appoint or retain an executive director for such
peri od, upon such ternms and conditions and for such conpensati on
as the Comm ssion nmay deem appropriate. The executive director
shall serve as secretary to the Conm ssion, but shall not be a
Menmber of the Comm ssion. The executive director shall hire and
supervi se such other staff as nay be authorized by the
Conmmi ssi on.

3. Legislative and Advi sory Comm ttees

A legislative commttee conprising state legislators or their
desi gnees shall be established to nonitor the operations of, and
make reconmendati ons to, the Conm ssion, including the
Managenent Conmittee; provided that the manner of sel ection and
termof any |legislative comrittee nenber shall be as set forth
in the Bylaws. Prior to the adoption by the Comm ssion of any
Uni form St andard, revision to the Bylaws, annual budget or other
significant nmatter as may be provided in the Bylaws, the
Managenent Conmittee shall consult with and report to the

| egi sl ative conmitt ee.
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b. The Comm ssion shall establish two (2) advisory commttees,
one of which shall conprise consuner representatives independent
of the insurance industry, and the other conprising insurance

i ndustry representati ves.

c. The Comm ssion may establish additional advisory commttees
as its Bylaws nmay provide for the carrying out of its functions.
4. Corporate Records of the Comm ssion

The Conmmi ssion shall maintain its corporate books and records in
accordance with the Byl aws.

5. Qualified Imunity, Defense and Indemnification

a. The Menbers, officers, executive director, enployees and
representatives of the Comm ssion shall be inmune fromsuit and
l[iability, either personally or in their official capacity, for
any claimfor danage to or | oss of property or personal injury
or other civil liability caused by or arising out of any actual
or alleged act, error or om ssion that occurred, or that the
person agai nst whomthe claimis nade had a reasonabl e basis for
bel i eving occurred within the scope of Conmm ssion enpl oynent,
duties or responsibilities; provided, that nothing in this

par agr aph shall be construed to protect any such person from
suit and/or liability for any danmage, loss, injury or liability
caused by the intentional or willful and wanton m sconduct of

t hat person.

b. The Comm ssion shall defend any Menber, officer, executive
di rector, enployee or representative of the Comm ssion in any
civil action seeking to inpose liability arising out of any
actual or alleged act, error or om ssion that occurred within

t he scope of Conmm ssion enpl oynent, duties or responsibilities,
or that the person against whomthe claimis nade had a

reasonabl e basis for believing occurred within the scope of
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Conmmi ssi on enpl oynment, duties or responsibilities; provided,

that nothing herein shall be construed to prohibit that person
fromretaining his or her owmn counsel; and provided further,

that the actual or alleged act, error or om ssion did not result
fromthat person's intentional or willful and wanton m sconduct.
c. The Comm ssion shall indemify and hold harnml ess any Menber,
of ficer, executive director, enployee or representative of the
Commi ssion for the amobunt of any settlenent or judgnment obtained
agai nst that person arising out of any actual or alleged act,
error or om ssion that occurred within the scope of Comm ssion
enpl oynment, duties or responsibilities, or that such person had
a reasonabl e basis for believing occurred within the scope of
Conmmi ssi on enpl oynment, duties or responsibilities, provided,

that the actual or alleged act, error or om ssion did not result
fromthe intentional or willful and wanton m sconduct of that
per son.

Article VI. Meetings and Acts of the Comm ssion

1. The Conmi ssion shall neet and take such actions as are
consistent with the provisions of this Conpact and the Byl aws.

2. Each Menmber of the Conm ssion shall have the right and power
to cast a vote to which that Conpacting State is entitled and to
participate in the business and affairs of the Comm ssion. A
Menber shall vote in person or by such other nmeans as provided
in the Bylaws. The Byl aws may provide for Menbers' participation
in neetings by tel ephone or other neans of comrunicati on.

3. The Conmm ssion shall neet at |east once during each cal endar
year. Additional neetings shall be held as set forth in the

Byl aws.

Article VII. Rules and Operating Procedures: Rul enaking

Functions of the Comm ssion and Opting Qut of Uniform Standards
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1. Rulemaking Authority. The Conmmi ssion shall promul gate
reasonabl e Rul es, including Uniform Standards, and Operati ng
Procedures in order to effectively and efficiently achieve the
pur poses of this Conpact. Notw thstanding the foregoing, in the
event the Conm ssion exercises its rulemaking authority in a
manner that is beyond the scope of the purposes of this Act, or
t he powers granted hereunder, then such an action by the

Conmmi ssion shall be invalid and have no force and effect.

2. Rulemaking Procedure. Rules and Operating Procedures shal
be made pursuant to a rul emaki ng process that confornms to the
Model State Admi nistrative Procedure Act of 1981 as anended, as
may be appropriate to the operations of the Conm ssion. Before
t he Comm ssion adopts a Uni form Standard, the Comm ssion shal
give witten notice to the relevant state | egislative
commttee(s) in each Conpacting State responsi ble for insurance
issues of its intention to adopt the Uniform Standard. The
Commi ssion in adopting a Uniform Standard shall consider fully
all submtted nmaterials and i ssue a concise explanation of its
deci si on.

3. Effective Date and Opt Qut of a Uniform Standard. A Uniform
St andard shall beconme effective ninety (90) days after its
pronmul gati on by the Conm ssion or such |later date as the

Conmmi ssion may determ ne; provided, however, that a Conpacti ng
State may opt out of a Uniform Standard as provided in this
Article. "Opt out" shall be defined as any action by a
Conpacting State to decline to adopt or participate in a

promul gated Uni form Standard. Al other Rules and Operating
Procedures, and anendnents thereto, shall beconme effective as of
the date specified in each Rule, Operating Procedure or

amendnent .
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4. Opt Qut Procedure. A Conpacting State may opt out of a

Uni form Standard, either by legislation or regulation duly
pronul gated by the I nsurance Departnment under the Conpacti ng
State's Adm nistrative Procedure Act. If a Conpacting State
elects to opt out of a Uniform Standard by regul ation, it nust
(a) give witten notice to the Conm ssion no later than ten (10)
busi ness days after the Uniform Standard is pronul gated, or at
the tinme the State becones a Conpacting State and (b) find that
the Uni form Standard does not provide reasonable protections to
the citizens of the State, given the conditions in the State.
The Conmm ssioner shall nake specific findings of fact and
concl usi ons of |aw, based on a preponderance of the evidence,
detailing the conditions in the State which warrant a departure
fromthe Uniform Standard and determ ning that the Uniform

St andard woul d not reasonably protect the citizens of the State.
The Comm ssioner nust consider and bal ance the follow ng factors
and find that the conditions in the State and needs of the
citizens of the State outweigh: (i) the intent of the

| egislature to participate in, and the benefits of, an
interstate agreenent to establish national uniform consuner
protections for the Products subject to this Act; and (ii) the
presunption that a Uniform Standard adopted by the Conm ssion
provi des reasonabl e protections to consuners of the rel evant

Pr oduct .

Not wi t hst andi ng the foregoing, a Conpacting State nay, at the
time of its enactnent of this Conpact, prospectively opt out of
all Uniform Standards involving |long-termcare insurance
products by expressly providing for such opt out in the enacted
Conpact, and such an opt out shall not be treated as a materi al

variance in the offer or acceptance of any State to participate
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in this Conpact. Such an opt out shall be effective at the tine
of enactnment of this Conpact by the Conpacting State and shal
apply to all existing Uniform Standards involving |long-termcare
i nsurance products and those subsequently promul gated.

5. Effect of Opt Qut. If a Conpacting State elects to opt out
of a Uniform Standard, the Uniform Standard shall remain
applicable in the Conmpacting State electing to opt out until
such time the opt out legislation is enacted into |law or the
regul ati on opting out beconmes effective.

Once the opt out of a Uniform Standard by a Conpacting State
beconmes effective as provided under the |aws of that State, the
Uni form Standard shall have no further force and effect in that
State unless and until the legislation or regulation

i npl enenting the opt out is repeal ed or otherw se becones

i neffective under the laws of the State. If a Conpacting State
opts out of a Uniform Standard after the Uniform Standard has
been nmade effective in that State, the opt out shall have the
same prospective effect as provided under Article XV for

wi t hdrawal s.

6. Stay of Uniform Standard. |If a Conpacting State has formally
initiated the process of opting out of a Uniform Standard by
regul ation, and while the regulatory opt out is pending, the
Conpacting State may petition the Conmi ssion, at |east fifteen
(15) days before the effective date of the Uniform Standard, to
stay the effectiveness of the Uniform Standard in that State.
The Comm ssion may grant a stay if it determines the regul atory
opt out is being pursued in a reasonable manner and there is a
i kelihood of success. If a stay is granted or extended by the
Commi ssion, the stay or extension thereof may postpone the

effective date by up to ninety (90) days, unless affirmatively
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extended by the Comm ssion; provided, a stay nay not be
permtted to remain in effect for nore than one (1) year unless
t he Conpacting State can show extraordi nary circunstances which
warrant a continuance of the stay, including, but not Iimted
to, the existence of a | egal challenge which prevents the
Conpacting State fromopting out. A stay may be terni nated by

t he Comm ssion upon notice that the rul emaki ng process has been
t er m nat ed.

7. Not later than thirty (30) days after a Rule or Operating
Procedure is promul gated, any person may file a petition for
judicial review of the Rule or Operating Procedure; provided,
that the filing of such a petition shall not stay or otherw se
prevent the Rule or Operating Procedure from becom ng effective
unl ess the court finds that the petitioner has a substanti al

I i keli hood of success. The court shall give deference to the
actions of the Comm ssion consistent with applicable | aw and
shall not find the Rule or Operating Procedure to be unlawful if
the Rule or Qperating Procedure represents a reasonabl e exercise
of the Comm ssion's authority.

Article VIIl. Conm ssion Records and Enforcenent

1. The Comm ssion shall promul gate Rul es establishing
conditions and procedures for public inspection and copyi ng of
its information and official records, except such infornmation
and records involving the privacy of individuals and insurers’
trade secrets. The Conm ssion nmay pronul gate additional Rules
under which it may nmake avail able to federal and state agencies,
i ncludi ng | aw enforcenent agencies, records and infornmation

ot herwi se exenpt from di scl osure, and nay enter into agreenents
wi th such agencies to receive or exchange information or records

subj ect to nondi sclosure and confidentiality provisions.
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2. Except as to privileged records, data and i nformation, the
| aws of any Conpacting State pertaining to confidentiality or
nondi scl osure shall not relieve any Conpacting State

Commi ssioner of the duty to disclose any rel evant records, data
or information to the Conmmi ssion; provided, that disclosure to
t he Conmi ssion shall not be deened to waive or otherw se affect
any confidentiality requirenent; and further provided, that,
except as otherw se expressly provided in this Act, the

Commi ssion shall not be subject to the Conpacting State's | aws
pertaining to confidentiality and nondi scl osure with respect to
records, data and information in its possession. Confidenti al
information of the Conm ssion shall remain confidential after
such information is provided to any Comm ssi oner.

3. The Conmm ssion shall nonitor Conpacting States for
conpliance with duly adopted Byl aws, Rules, including Uniform
St andards, and Operating Procedures. The Comm ssion shall notify
any non-conpl yi ng Conpacting State in witing of its
nonconpl i ance wi th Comm ssi on Byl aws, Rules or Operating
Procedures. If a non-conplying Conpacting State fails to renedy
its nonconpliance within the tine specified in the notice of
nonconpl i ance, the Conpacting State shall be deenmed to be in
default as set forth in Article X V.

4. The Conmi ssioner of any State in which an Insurer is

aut horized to do business, or is conducting the business of

i nsurance, shall continue to exercise his or her authority to
oversee the market regulation of the activities of the Insurer
in accordance with the provisions of the State's |law. The

Commi ssioner's enforcenent of conpliance with the Conpact is
governed by the follow ng provisions:

a. Wth respect to the Commi ssioner's market regulation of a
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Product or Advertisenent that is approved or certified to the
Conmi ssion, the content of the Product or Advertisenment shal

not constitute a violation of the provisions, standards or

requi renents of the Conpact except upon a final order of the
Commi ssion, issued at the request of a Comm ssioner after prior
notice to the Insurer and an opportunity for hearing before the
Conmmi ssi on.

b. Before a Comm ssioner may bring an action for violation of
any provision, standard or requirenent of the Conpact relating
to the content of an Advertisenent not approved or certified to
t he Conmi ssion, the Conm ssion, or an authorized Conm ssion

of ficer or enployee, nust authorize the action. However,

aut hori zation pursuant to this paragraph does not require notice
to the Insurer, opportunity for hearing or disclosure of
requests for authorization or records of the Comm ssion's action
on such requests.

Article I X Di spute Resol ution

The Conm ssion shall attenpt, upon the request of a Menber, to
resol ve any disputes or other issues that are subject to this
Conpact and which nmay ari se between two or nore Conpacti ng
States, or between Conpacting States and Non-conpacting States,
and the Comm ssion shall promul gate an Operating Procedure
provi ding for resolution of such disputes.

Article X. Product Filing and Approval

1. Insurers and Third-Party Filers seeking to have a Product
approved by the Conmm ssion shall file the Product with, and pay
applicable filing fees to, the Comm ssion. Nothing in this Act
shall be construed to restrict or otherwi se prevent an insurer
fromfiling its Product with the insurance departnent in any

State wherein the insurer is licensed to conduct the busi ness of
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1 insurance, and such filing shall be subject to the |laws of the

2 States where filed.

3 2. The Commission shall establish appropriate filing and revi ew
4 processes and procedures pursuant to Comm ssion Rul es and

5 Operating Procedures. Notw thstanding any provision herein to

6 the contrary, the Conm ssion shall pronulgate Rules to establish
7 conditions and procedures under which the Conm ssion wll

8 provide public access to Product filing information. In

9 establishing such Rules, the Comm ssion shall consider the

10 interests of the public in having access to such information, as
11 well as protection of personal nedical and financial informtion
12 and trade secrets, that nmay be contained in a Product filing or
13 supporting information.

14 3. Any Product approved by the Comm ssion may be sold or

15 otherw se issued in those Conpacting States for which the

16 Insurer is legally authorized to do busi ness.

17 Article XI. Review of Comm ssion Decisions Regarding Filings

18 1. Not later than thirty (30) days after the Comm ssion has

19 given notice of a disapproved Product or Advertisenment filed
20 with the Comm ssion, the Insurer or Third Party Filer whose
21 filing was disapproved nay appeal the determ nation to a review
22 panel appointed by the Conm ssion. The Comm ssion shal
23 pronulgate Rules to establish procedures for appointing such
24 review panels and provide for notice and hearing. An allegation
25 that the Commi ssion, in disapproving a Product or Advertisenent
26 filed with the Conmm ssion, acted arbitrarily, capriciously, or
27 in a manner that is an abuse of discretion or otherwi se not in
28 accordance with the law, is subject to judicial reviewin
29 accordance with Article Ill, Section 4.

30 2. The Conmission shall have authority to nonitor, review and
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reconsi der Products and Advertisenent subsequent to their filing
or approval upon a finding that the product does not neet the
rel evant Uniform Standard. \Were appropriate, the Comm ssion may
wi thdraw or nodify its approval after proper notice and hearing,
subject to the appeal process in Section 1 above.

Article XII. Finance

1. The Comm ssion shall pay or provide for the paynent of the
reasonabl e expenses of its establishnment and organi zation. To
fund the cost of its initial operations, the Comm ssion nmay
accept contributions and other forns of funding fromthe
Nat i onal Association of Insurance Commi ssioners, Conpacti ng
States and ot her sources. Contributions and other forns of
funding fromother sources shall be of such a nature that the

i ndependence of the Conm ssion concerning the performance of its
duties shall not be conprom sed.

2. The Comm ssion shall collect a filing fee fromeach Insurer
and Third Party Filer filing a product with the Comm ssion to
cover the cost of the operations and activities of the
Conmission and its staff in a total amount sufficient to cover

t he Conmm ssion's annual budget.

3. The Conm ssion's budget for a fiscal year shall not be
approved until it has been subject to notice and comment as set
forth in Article VIl of this Conpact.

4. The Conmi ssion shall be exenpt fromall taxation in and by

t he Conpacting States.

5. The Conm ssion shall not pledge the credit of any Conpacting
State, except by and with the appropriate | egal authority of

t hat Conpacting State.

6. The Conmm ssion shall keep conplete and accurate accounts of

all its internal receipts, including grants and donations, and
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di sbursenents of all funds under its control. The internal
financial accounts of the Comm ssion shall be subject to the
accounting procedures established under its Bylaws. The
financial accounts and reports including the system of internal
controls and procedures of the Comm ssion shall be audited
annual Iy by an independent certified public accountant. Upon the
determ nati on of the Conm ssion, but no | ess frequently than
every three (3) years, the review of the independent auditor
shall include a managenent and performance audit of the

Commi ssion. The Conm ssion shall make an Annual Report to the
Governor and | egislature of the Conpacting States, which shal

i nclude a report of the independent audit. The Comm ssion's
internal accounts shall not be confidential and such materials
may be shared with the Comm ssioner of any Conpacting State upon
request provided, however, that any work papers related to any
internal or independent audit and any information regarding the
privacy of individuals and insurers' proprietary information,

i ncluding trade secrets, shall remain confidential.

7. No Conmpacting State shall have any claimto or ownership of
any property held by or vested in the Comm ssion or to any
Commi ssion funds held pursuant to the provisions of this
Conpact .

Article XIl1l. Conpacting States, Effective Date and Amendnent
1. Any State is eligible to becone a Conpacting State.

2. The Conpact shall becone effective and bi ndi ng upon

| egi sl ati ve enactnment of the Conpact into | aw by two Conpacti ng
States; provided, the Comm ssion shall becone effective for

pur poses of adopting Uniform Standards for, review ng, and

gi ving approval or disapproval of, Products filed with the

Commi ssion that satisfy applicable Uniform Standards only after
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twenty-six (26) States are Conpacting States or, alternatively,
by States representing greater than forty percent (40% of the
prem um volunme for life insurance, annuity, disability incone
and long-term care insurance products, based on records of the
NAI C for the prior year. Thereafter, it shall beconme effective
and binding as to any ot her Conpacting State upon enactnent of
the Conpact into |aw by that State.

3. Anendnments to the Conpact may be proposed by the Comm ssion
for enactnment by the Conpacting States. No anmendnent shall
becone effective and bi ndi ng upon the Conm ssion and the
Conpacting States unless and until all Conpacting States enact
t he anendment into | aw

Article XIV. Wthdrawal, Default and Term nation

1. Wthdrawal

a. Once effective, the Conpact shall continue in force and
remai n bi ndi ng upon each and every Conpacting State; provided,
that a Conpacting State may wi thdraw from the Conpact
("Wthdrawing State") by enacting a statute specifically

repeal ing the statute which enacted the Conpact into | aw.

b. The effective date of withdrawal is the effective date of
the repealing statute. However, the w thdrawal shall not apply
to any product filings approved or self-certified, or any
Adverti senment of such products, on the date the repealing
statute becones effective, except by nmutual agreenent of the
Commi ssion and the Wthdrawi ng State unless the approval is
resci nded by the Wthdrawi ng State as provided in Paragraph e of
this section.

c. The Conmm ssioner of the Wthdrawi ng State shall imedi ately
notify the Managenent Committee in witing upon the introduction

of legislation repealing this Conpact in the Wthdrawi ng State.
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d. The Conm ssion shall notify the other Conpacting States of
the introduction of such legislation within ten (10) days after
its recei pt of notice thereof.

e. The Wthdrawing State is responsible for all obligations,
duties and liabilities incurred through the effective date of

wi t hdrawal , i ncluding any obligations, the performance of which
extend beyond the effective date of withdrawal, except to the
extent those obligations nmay have been rel eased or relinquished
by mutual agreenment of the Conm ssion and the Wthdraw ng State.
The Conmmi ssion's approval of Products and Advertisenment prior to
the effective date of withdrawal shall continue to be effective
and be given full force and effect in the Wthdraw ng State,

unl ess formally rescinded by the Interstate I nsurance Product
Regul ati on Conpact Wthdrawing State in the sane manner as

provi ded by the laws of the Wthdrawing State for the
prospective di sapproval of products or advertisenment previously
approved under state | aw.

f. Reinstatenment follow ng wthdrawal of any Conpacting State
shall occur upon the effective date of the Wthdrawi ng State
reenacting the Conpact.

2. Default

a. |If the Conmmi ssion determ nes that any Conpacting State has
at any tinme defaulted ("Defaulting State") in the performnce of
any of its obligations or responsibilities under this Conpact,
the Byl aws or duly promnul gated Rules or Operating Procedures,
then, after notice and hearing as set forth in the Byl aws, al
rights, privileges and benefits conferred by this Conpact on the
Defaulting State shall be suspended fromthe effective date of
default as fixed by the Commi ssion. The grounds for default

i nclude, but are not limted to, failure of a Conpacting State
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to performits obligations or responsibilities, and any ot her
grounds designated in Comm ssion Rules. The Comm ssion shal

i medi ately notify the Defaulting State in witing of the
Defaulting State's suspension pending a cure of the default. The
Commi ssion shall stipulate the conditions and the tine period

wi thin which the Defaulting State must cure its default. If the
Defaulting State fails to cure the default within the tine
period specified by the Comm ssion, the Defaulting State shal

be term nated fromthe Conpact and all rights, privileges and
benefits conferred by this Conpact shall be term nated fromthe
effective date of termnation.

b. Product approvals by the Conm ssion or product self-
certifications, or any Advertisenent in connection with such
product, that are in force on the effective date of term nation
shall remain in force in the Defaulting State in the same nmanner
as if the Defaulting State had wi thdrawn voluntarily pursuant to
Section 1 of this article.

c. Reinstatenent followi ng term nation of any Conpacting State
requires a reenactnent of the Conpact.

3. Dissolution of Conpact

a. The Conpact dissolves effective upon the date of the

wi t hdrawal or default of the Conpacting State which reduces
menbership in the Conpact to one Conpacting State.

b. Upon the dissolution of this Conmpact, the Conpact becones
null and void and shall be of no further force or effect, and

t he busi ness and affairs of the Conm ssion shall be wound up and
any surplus funds shall be distributed in accordance with the
Byl aws.

Article XV. Severability and Construction

1. The provisions of this Conpact shall be severable; and if
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any phrase, clause, sentence or provision is deened

unenf orceabl e, the remaining provisions of the Conpact shall be
enf or ceabl e.

2. The provisions of this Conpact shall be liberally construed
to effectuate its purposes.

Article XVI. Binding Effect of Conpact and O her Laws

1. Oher Laws

a. Nothing herein prevents the enforcenent of any other |aw of
a Conpacting State, except as provided in Paragraph b of this
secti on.

b. For any Product approved or certified to the Conm ssion, the
Rul es, Uni form Standards and any other requirenents of the

Conmmi ssion shall constitute the exclusive provisions applicable
to the content, approval and certification of such Products. For
Advertisenment that is subject to the Conm ssion's authority, any
Rul e, Uniform Standard or other requirenment of the Conm ssion
whi ch governs the content of the Advertisenent shall constitute
t he excl usive provision that a Commi ssioner may apply to the
content of the Advertisenment. Notw thstanding the foregoing, no
action taken by the Comm ssion shall abrogate or restrict: (i)
the access of any person to state courts; (ii) renedies
avai | abl e under state law related to breach of contract, tort,

or other Iaws not specifically directed to the content of the
Product; (iii) state lawrelating to the construction of

i nsurance contracts; or (iv) the authority of the attorney
general of the state, including but not limted to naintaining
any actions or proceedings, as authorized by | aw

c. Al insurance products filed with individual States shall be
subject to the laws of those States.

2. Binding Effect of this Conpact
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a. Al lawful actions of the Comm ssion, including all Rules
and Operating Procedures promnul gated by the Conm ssion, are

bi ndi ng upon the Conpacting States.

b. Al agreenments between the Comm ssion and the Conpacti ng
States are binding in accordance with their terns.

c. Upon the request of a party to a conflict over the meaning
or interpretation of Conm ssion actions, and upon a majority
vote of the Conpacting States, the Conm ssion nmay issue advisory
opi nions regarding the neaning or interpretation in dispute.

d. In the event any provision of this Conpact exceeds the
constitutional limts inposed on the |egislature of any
Conpacting State, the obligations, duties, powers or
jurisdiction sought to be conferred by that provision upon the
Commi ssion shall be ineffective as to that Conpacting State, and
those obligations, duties, powers or jurisdiction shall remain
in the Conpacting State and shall be exercised by the agency

t hereof to which those obligations, duties, powers or
jurisdiction are delegated by law in effect at the tine this
Conpact becones effective.

Section 4. Effective date.

This act shall take effect in 60 days.
