AN ACT

1  Amending the act of February 1, 1966 (1965 P.L.1656, No.581),
2     entitled "An act concerning boroughs, and revising, amending
3     and consolidating the law relating to boroughs," providing
4     for retirement credit for military service for firefighters.

5     The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
