Amendi ng the act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14), entitled "An
act relating to the public school system including certain
provi sions applicable as well to private and parochi al
school s; anendi ng, revising, consolidating and changi ng the
laws relating thereto,” further providing for paynent of
educati onal support services grants.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1507-C(a) of the act of March 10, 1949
(P.L.30, No.14), known as the Public School Code of 1949,
anended or added May 17, 2001 (P.L.4, No.4) and Decenber 23,
2003 (P.L.304, No.48), is anended to read:

Section 1507-C. Paynment of educational support services grants.

(a) Certificates.--A certificate for education support
services under this article shall be issued by the departnment in
an anount authorizing up to $500 for each eligible student
identified on the certificate. The certificate shall be issued

to the grant recipient and shall be valid only for the fiscal

year in which it is issued. After receiving the certificate from



a grant recipient, the provider shall include the follow ng
information on the certificate: name of eligible student served,
type of instruction, date and |l ength of instruction and cost of

instruction provided to the eligible student. Wen the anount of

5 the certificate has been utilized or when the eligible student

7 provider, the provider shall return the conpleted certificate to
