Amendi ng the act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14), entitled "An
act relating to the public school system including certain
provi sions applicable as well to private and parochi al
school s; anendi ng, revising, consolidating and changi ng the
laws relating thereto,” further providing for education
enpower nent districts.

The General Assenbly of the Conmonweal th of Pennsyl vani a
her eby enacts as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 1705-B(h) of the act of March 10, 1949
(P.L.30, No.14), known as the Public School Code of 1949,
anmended July 1, 2006 (P.L.1092, No.114), is anended to read:

Section 1705-B. Education Enpowernent Districts.--* * *

(h) (1) A school district under a declaration of distress
pursuant to section 691(a) and certified as an education
enpower ment district shall be operated by a special board of
control established under section 692. A board of control
establ i shed under this section shall be abolished upon the

appoi ntment of a special board of control under section 692.

(2) For a school district under a declaration of distress
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pursuant to section 691(a) and certified as an education
enpower ment district, the special board of control established
under section 692 shall have the powers and duties of a speci al
board of control under section 692 and the powers and duties
contai ned in section 1706-B.

(3) For a school district with a history of |ow test
performance that is certified as distressed for a m nimum peri od
of two (2) years under sections 691 and 692, the depart nent
shal | waive the inclusion of the school district on the
educati on enmpowernment |ist under section 1703-B(a) and
i medi ately certify the school district as an educati on
enpower ment district.

(4) The departnent may utilize up to [$3,500,000] $4,500, 000
of undistributed funds not expended, encunbered or commtted
from appropriations for grants and subsi dies nade to the
departnment to assist school districts certified as an education
enpower ment di strict under paragraph (3). There is hereby
established a restricted account from which paynents under this
par agr aph shall be paid. Funds shall be transferred by the
Secretary of the Budget to the restricted account to the extent
necessary to make paynments under this paragraph. Funds in the
restricted account are hereby appropriated to carry out the
pur poses of this paragraph. The subsidy paynment fromthis
account shall be utilized to suppl enent the operational budget
of the eligible school districts. This paragraph shall apply to
fiscal years 2000-2001, 2001-2002, 2002-2003, 2003-2004, 2004-
2005, 2005-2006 [and], 2006-2007 and [shall expire June 30,

2007] each fiscal year thereafter

Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
