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A RESOLUTI ON
bserving the 275th anniversary of the birth of CGeorge

Washi ngton and honoring the contribution he made to this

country as commander of the American arny in the

Revol utionary War, as the presiding officer of the

Constitutional Convention and as the first president of the

United States.

WHEREAS, GCeorge Washi ngton was born on February 22, 1732, at
Bri dges Creek, Westnoreland County, Virginia, son of Mary and
Augusti ne Washi ngt on; and

WHEREAS, GCeorge Washi ngton, who was interested in surveying
and attracted by governnent service, becane a nmenber of the
Virginia mlitia and was at the tinme of French expansion into

the Chio Valley a captain of the Virginia mlitia; and
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WHEREAS, Washington's increasing interest in the affairs of
the colony led himto seek a seat in the House of Burgesses,
and, as tension with England increased, years |ater he becane a
del egate to the First Continental Congress; and

WHEREAS, The Second Continental Congress, assenbled in
Phi | adel phia in May 1775 and presi ded over by John Hancock,
el ected George Washington to beconme the first Commander of the
Continental Arny; and

WHEREAS, GCeor ge Washi ngton assuned control of the Continental
Arny and led the ill-trained but courageous arny into a six-year
war agai nst a nmuch nore powerful and experienced British
opposi tion; and

WHEREAS, Washi ngton held this army of 11,000 troops together
during the winter at Valley Forge, thereby sal vagi ng the
Anerican cause; and

WHEREAS, Washi ngton coordi nated the final assault in
cooperation with the French on the British forces in Anerica,
culmnating in the victory at Yorktown; and

WHEREAS, The affairs of the Confederation governnent remained
unsettled and with prospects for cooperation anong the states
di mmi ng, Washi ngt on becane a supporter of a convention to nake
recommended changes to the Articles of Confederation; and

WHEREAS, El ected as a delegate in 1787 to the Constitutional
Convention in Philadel phia, he served as the presiding officer
of the convention; and

WHEREAS, Followi ng ratification of the new Constitution, in
the first national election, Washington was el ected president of
the United States by an unani nous vote of the El ectoral Coll ege;
and

WHEREAS, Ceorge Washington spent his first term establishing
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t he adm nistrative features of the executive branch, which
i ncludes the President's cabinet and the departnent agencies of
t he Federal governnent; and

WHEREAS, The new country qui ckly adopted his procedures,
i deas and know edge for the running of a new governnent, many of
which are still followed today, shown through the style and
nature of our governnent's policies affecting our countrynmen and
ot her nations; and

WHEREAS, Washi ngton was above nere partisanship and w sely
once said, "Let ne warn you in the nost sol emm nmanner agai nst
t he baneful effects of the spirit of party generally...It serves
al ways to distract the public counsels and enfeeble the public
adm nistration. It agitates the conmmunity with ill-founded
j eal ousies and fal se alarnms; kindles the aninbsity of one part
agai nst the other"; and

WHEREAS, Washi ngton | ed the young nation of diverse people
and interests, urging all Anericans, "to raise a standard to
whi ch the wi se and honest can repair"”; and

WHEREAS, The 275th anni versary of the birth of CGeorge
Washi ngton cel ebrates the |ife of this public servant by
honori ng a man whose character shaped a government of liberty
and justice for all; therefore be it
