5     WHEREAS, Liberty USO's innovative family and individual

6  service member programs and services are delivered 365 days per

7  year by volunteers at military installations and other service

8  centers throughout this Commonwealth and southern New Jersey;

10     WHEREAS, Thousands of Commonwealth soldiers, marines, airmen

11  and sailors and their families have benefited through United

12  Service Organizations (USO) programs such as Families of the
