Honoring the life of Myron Cope.

WHEREAS, Myron Cope was a | egendary Pittsburgher and the
voi ce of the Pittsburgh Steel ers Football Team for an
unpr ecedented 35 seasons from 1970 to 2005; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope died the norning of February 27, 2008, at
t he age of 79; and

WHEREAS, It is the intent of the Senate to recogni ze and pay
tribute to the life of M. Cope, his service to his conmunity,
his I egacy with the Pittsburgh Steelers, the gane of footbal
and the Gty of Pittsburgh; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope is best known for his quirky catch phrases
and for creating the "terrible towel,"” which is twirled at
Pittsburgh Steel ers ganes as a good |uck charm and has since
devel oped into an international synbol of Pittsburgh Steelers
pride; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope coined the phrase "I mmuacul ate Reception,”
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whi ch becanme a household termto descri be the gane-w nning play
in the Pittsburgh Steelers 1972 Anerican Football Conference
di vi sional playoff victory against the Oakland Rai ders, one of
the nost notable plays in all of National Football League and
sports history; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope spent the first half of his professional
career as one of this nation's nost widely read freel ance sports
witers, witing for Sports Illustrated and the Saturday Eveni ng
Post; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope becane the first professional footbal
broadcaster to be elected to the National Radio Hall of Fame in
2005; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope becane so popular that the Pittsburgh
Steelers did not try to replace himwhen he retired in 2005,
i nstead downsi zing froma three-man announcing teamto two; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope served his community on the board of
directors of the Pittsburgh Chapter of the Autism Society of
America and the highly successful Pittsburgh Vintage G and Prix
charity auto races, of which he was a cof ounder; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope al so served on the Tournament Conmittee of
t he Myron Cope/ Foge Fazio Golf Tournanent for Autistic Children;
and

WHEREAS, In 1996, M. Cope contributed his ownership of "The
Terrible Towel " tradenmarks to All egheny Valley School, an
institution for the nentally and physically disabl ed; and

WHEREAS, M. Cope was born in Pittsburgh on January 23, 1929,
and lived all but a few nonths of his l[ife in Pittsburgh; and

WHEREAS, The passing of M. Cope is a great loss to the City
of Pittsburgh and the ganme of football, and his life should be

honored wi th hi ghest praise and respect for his heart of bl ack
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and gold; therefore be it

RESCLVED, That the Senate recognize Myon Cope as a famliar
voice to every Pittsburgher and football fan alike and his
bel oved persona which will live on in the hearts of Pittsburgh
Steelers fans and Pittsburghers for generations to conme; and be
