Amending Title 66 (Public Utilities) of the Pennsylvania

Consolidated Statutes, in service and facilities, providing
for pipeline emergency management information.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania
hereby enacts as follows:

Section 1. Chapter 15 of Title 66 of the Pennsylvania
Consolidated Statutes is amended by adding a subchapter to read:

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29 (A) COUNTY EMERGENCY PLANNING NOTIFTCATION.--AT LEAST <--

30 ANNUALLY, A PUBLIC UTILITY OPERATING A FACILITY FOR THE
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1 TRANSMISSION OF GAS OR HAZARDOUS LIQUIDS SHALL MEET WITH THE

2 COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR OF THE COUNTY IN WHICH EACH

3 FACILITY IS LOCATED. THE PUBLIC UTILITY SHALL PROVIDE TO EACH

30 The commission may, after notice and opportunity to be heard,
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1 1impose civil penalties under section 3301 (relating to civil

2 penalties for wviolations) and other appropriate remedies for

3 wviolations of this subchapter and the regulations and orders of

4 the commission.

5 Section 2. This act shall take effect in 60 days.
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
