Recognizing the ongoing military conflict in Ukraine and 

strongly condemning the Russian actions that have taken place 
during the past year.
WHEREAS, On February 24, 2022, the Russian Federation invaded 

Ukraine in a major escalation of the Russo-Ukrainian War; and
WHEREAS, Russia's illegal invasion resulted in Europe's 

largest refugee crisis since World War II; and
WHEREAS, Due to Russia's invasion, hundreds of thousands of 

soldiers have been killed during the ensuing battles; and
WHEREAS, The ongoing conflict has resulted in as many as 

30,000 civilian casualties; and
WHEREAS, The Federal Government has provided approximately 

$80 billion of financial aid to Ukraine, with the assistance 
spread between humanitarian efforts as well as financial and 
military assistance; and

WHEREAS, This Commonwealth is home to the second highest 
number of Ukrainian-Americans in the United States; and

WHEREAS, Immigrants from Ukraine have been instrumental in
